They researched, identified with and chose as their Con-
firmation name 38 different saints.
Fun facts: Saints names chosen started with 19 letters
of the alphabet except for “H,K,Q,U,W,X,Y”!
From “A to Z” -ex. St Abigail Gobnait to St Zita of Luc-
ca.
They chose lesser known saints as Santa Ines/St Agnes
of Rome, St Augustine of Hippo, San Benito de Nursia,
St Bernardino Realino, St Gemma Galgani, St Isidore-
the Farmer, St Luigi Scrosoppi and many choosing the
well known saints as St Joseph, St Francis of Assisi,
St. Theresa, and St. Mary! They chose two Archan-
gels- Michael and Gabriel including our new 21st
century, St. Carlo Acutis, the first millennial saint.
Bishop Nicholas DiMarzio requested the General Inter-
cessions to be read by a newly confirmed. Willian Nico-
las Rodriguez Mejia was chosen from the 60. We had
no idea that his middle name was Nicolas and the
only one whose Saint name was St Nicolas of Myra!
